Ito-san started her visit to the 9
Rotary Clubs in the Pacific Ba-
sin Group.

This club worked with various Rotary
Clubs in Japan and Hawaii to accomplish these goals.
Also, we were able to go to the sites where Operation
Christmas Drop, one of PBG’s signature projects,
drops its supplies to Palau from the airplanes. These
supplies are a big help to the community. Before we
left to the airport, we were treated to a great meal at
PADG Yoko Morisaki’s restaurant Tori Tori.
